ANNUAL ATTENDANCE RATE 2021/22
Attendance of the children at Aughnacloy Primary School was very good throughout the year.  The average attendance was 93.7% 
Under the Education Reform Order the responsibilities of Governors for the curriculum that is taught in the school continues to increase.  The day-to-day organising of the curriculum remains the responsibility of the Principal.  The Governors control of the curriculum is, however, more apparent than real, as much of what is to be taught has now been determined by law.
Curriculum

It is our responsibility to ensure that a broad and balanced learning experience is provided for all pupils.  To this end, our main aim was to provide interesting and worthwhile experiences in all areas of study.

At Aughnacloy Primary School we offer a curriculum that is balanced and broadly based and which promotes the spiritual, moral, cultural, intellectual and physical development of the pupils.  The curriculum will seek to prepare the pupils for the opportunities, responsibilities, and experiences of adult life.  It will also be the aim of the school to maximise the potential of each pupil; to develop self-confidence and to promote a spirit of tolerance towards others.

The Curriculum shall be so designed that the desire to learn will be encouraged in the pupils and that thinking, and reasoning will be stimulated.  It will be held to be important that children learn to apply themselves to the work in hand and to work to the best of their ability.

The Northern Ireland Curriculum is set out in six areas of Learning: -
· Language and Literacy: - including talking and listening, reading, and writing.

· Mathematics and Numeracy: - focusing on the development of mathematical concepts and numeracy across the curriculum.

· The Arts: - including Art and Design, Music and Drama

· The World Around Us: - development of knowledge, skills and understanding in History, Geography, Science and Technology.

· Personal Development and Mutual Understanding: - focusing on emotional development; social skills; learning to learn; health, relationships and sexuality education and mutual understanding in the local and global community.

· Physical Education: - development of knowledge, skills and understanding through play and a wide range of physical activities.

· Religious Education (additional area of learning)

At the heart of the curriculum lies an explicit emphasis on the development of skills and capabilities for lifelong learning. Through opportunities to engage in active learning contexts across all areas of the curriculum, children should progressively develop: -

SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS: -
Aughnacloy Primary School aims to provide a broad, balanced, flexible, and differentiated education as a right for all, in a happy, sensitive and secure environment. We use assessment procedures which are aimed at identifying learning difficulties as early as possible and implement an effective record-keeping system.

Individual educational plans are put in place where it is necessary. We encourage parental involvement and co-operation between various professionals in the diagnosis and treatment of special needs. We provide an appropriate range of strategies and resources for teaching, learning, and assessing and we monitor current practice to ensure provision is effective by:

a) liaising with the SEN co-ordinator

b) outside agencies – RISE, OT, Physiotherapist, Educational Psychologist, Speech Therapy
Our overall aim is to promote the dignity and self-esteem of children irrespective of their ability.

Children will also be supported within their class or will be withdrawn on a regular basis and receive support in both literacy and numeracy through such programmes as Reading Partnership & Engage.

PASTORAL CARE ARRANGEMENTS: -
The welfare and wellbeing of our pupils is of utmost importance and is an ongoing concern of all the school staff, particularly following two periods of lockdown. We endeavour to provide a caring, secure, friendly environment with a warm family-like atmosphere so that pupils may maximise their potential, academically and socially. Mrs Moore was the designated teacher for child protection and Mr Mills was the deputy designated teacher for 2020-21. Mrs Margaret Nicholson was the designated governor for Child Protection and Mr Lee was the Chairperson of the Board of Governors. The school received an allocation of £3,200 towards health and wellbeing.  This was used to site an outdoor classroom to be used by all staff and pupils and to purchase a CORENI P.E. licence for our school
Through our pastoral care policy, we aim 
-  to promote a happy, caring, attractive environment which will stimulate pupils

-  to promote the spiritual, cultural, intellectual, and physical development of the pupils at the school

-  to provide a broad and balanced curriculum that will be challenging, cater for the full range of abilities within the school and enable pupils to experience success

-  to develop pupils’ self-confidence and self-discipline

-  to encourage the pupils to value one another and to respect the views of other members of their community

-  to prepare the pupils for the opportunities, responsibilities, and experiences of adult life.

HEALTHY EATING 

The Healthy Break Initiative was put on hold again this year due to COVID, but we hope this will be back up and running in 2022-23 along with our Breakfast Club.

REVIEW OF THE YEAR
The 2021/22 school year was yet again busy, and action packed despite being disrupted by a period of home learning. However, the pupils at Aughnacloy Primary have been provided with a wide range of opportunities and experiences in line with guidance and restraints. Whilst the curriculum is the most important part of the pupil’s day to day education, the other activities compliment many areas of study and contribute to their social and personal development. These activities and experiences could not be possible without the commitment of the staff and the support of children and their parents. A special thanks to parents who support us practically and financially.

In October, we were unable to have our usual Harvest Service, but parents were asked to send items of non-perishable food for our local food bank – the response was very generous.
All pupils were photographed for a fundraising calendar – this was a great success, as were the personalised Christmas Cards.
The Christmas term concluded with our annual Christmas Performance, which was professionally videoed, and all parents had the opportunity to purchase a DVD.
With current restrictions, it was difficult to maintain close links with our community. We hope to resume our normal activities soon.
We had a huge community response after an appeal for clothes etc to help with the war in Ukraine. This was co-ordinated by Colin Tinsley who had connections in Poland and Ukraine. Aughnacloy Primary School was a drop-off base, and we were overwhelmed by the response from the whole community.
