· Governors will be receptive to any reasonable complaint from parents or carers for any request for an exception to be made for any individual pupil on the grounds of religion, race or a medical condition and will handle it respectfully, considering fully the issues they raise

· Governors will work with parents to arrive at a mutually acceptable outcome
Role of Parents/Guardians

· Parents/guardians/carers will ensure their children adhere to the school’s uniform policy

In order to keep the price of school uniform to a minimum red non logo polo shirts, skirts, trousers, pinafores, summer dresses etc may be purchased at shops of your choice.
